APPLICATION:       For use on short bed pickup applications no less than 6-1/2 feet long. 
 
NOTE

 

: The "HUSKY 10-16K" is to be used only with 5th wheel trailers which weigh 16,000 lbs. or 
less. Never use with heavier trailers. You will need to disassemble the uprights from your current 
5th wheel to install the "HUSKY 10-16K". The "HUSKY 10-16K" takes the place of those uprights. 

Caution: The "HUSKY 10-16K" will reposition your 5th wheel 10" rearward.  HOWEVER 
this will NOT

 

 guarantee complete truck cab/trailer clearance when towing & making sharp 
turns.

The "HUSKY 10-16K" will only work 
in the base rail slots spaced 20-5/8" 
apart.  Only use Husky 5th Wheel 
Hitches with this product. 

All "Husky 10" fasteners are grade 5 
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“Husky 10-16K” Preparation for new components 
Remove the 5th

 
 wheel head, cross member, pivot plate and retain as these will be re-used. 

Contents 
This kit contains one complete passenger side housing and rail assembly. 

"HUSKY 10-16K" INSTALLATION 
1. Remove passenger side housing and rail assembly and discard, leave the driver side 

housing and rail assembly in place. 
2. Place new passenger side assembly into base rail slots. 
3. Insert base rail pins from rearward side of base rails and secure with clips. 

 
4. Place Husky pivot plate on recesses on pivot stops by tipping the passenger side 

assembly outward to get the plate in place.  Slotted tabs on plate should rest in recesses 
on pivot stops. 

 
Using 1/4" bolts, flat washers and lock washers, thread into holes on pivot stops finger tight only. 
 

5. Push entire hitch assembly forward until there is no movement. 
 

6. Install cross member and ensure it is centered and straight by shimming (if necessary) and 
then torque bolts to 75 lbs.-ft.  Note:

 

  Multiple Shims can be stacked together if gap width 
is large.

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7. After shimming of cross member is complete, measure "HUSKY 10-16K" at the indicated 
areas shown below.  Compare measurements "A" and "B", if measurements are within 
1/4" of each other proceed to the next step.  If not, then determine which of the shims that 
were placed in the cross member can be moved to achieve this difference. 
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8. Remove locking pin and pull up on link and then out on handle and release link then slide 
hitch assembly into maneuver position to ensure it slides without binding. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 

9. If it does move without binding then proceed to next step, if it does not, go back to step 10. 
10. Return the handle to the driving position and slide the hitch assembly forward until it stops 

moving and the stops are engaged. 
11. Center pivot plate left to right and also ensure that the pivot stops are straight relative to 

the side of the housing and then tighten the 1/4" bolts to 8 lbs.-ft.

12. Check rotation of pivot plate and pivot stops to ensure it moves freely without binding. 
13. With the hitch assembly in the driving position adjust the pivot stop surface so it just 

touches the stop tab by loosening the jam nut on the clevis/yoke; remove the cotter pin 
and clevis pin from the clevis that is furthest forward.  Swing the clevis/yoke that is 
attached to the threaded shaft inwards away from the curved plate.  Turn the clevis/yoke 
clockwise or counter clockwise to align the holes properly between the curved plate and 
the holes in the clevis/yoke as shown on page 13. 
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14. Re-install the clevis pin and the cotter pin. 
15. Put the handle into the maneuver position and slide the hitch assembly into the maneuver 

position and confirm that the stop edge on the pivot stops touch the stop tab. 
16. If all moves without binding and the pivot stop surface makes full contact with the stop tab 

in both positions then you are ready to complete the assembly by attaching the 5th wheel 
head and related components.  Ensure cotter pin legs are bent over to prevent them from 
falling out. 
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OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS 
To Maneuver: 
The "HUSKY 10-16K" has an "anti-bind" feature that will allow you to change the 
locking handle position if the pivot stops are in a bind. 
 
1. Align trailer and tow vehicle in a straight line
2. Pull up on link and out on handle then release link.

3. When the handle is put into the maneuver position, make note whether the pivot stops 
rotated or not.  If they did then proceed to step 5. 

4. If the pivot stops did not rotate then you will need to set the trailer brakes and then 
back the tow vehicle up slightly until you hear the pivot stops actuate.  Then proceed to 
step 5. 

5. Set the trailer brakes and slowly pull the tow vehicle forward until the "HUSKY 10-16K" 
stops moving and you hear the pivot stops engage.

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To Tow: 
1. Align trailer and tow vehicle in a straight line
2. Pull up on link and push in on the handle then release link.

3. When the handle is put into the driving position, make note whether the pivot stops 
rotated or not.  If they did then proceed to step 5. 

4. If the pivot stops did not rotate then you will need to set the trailer brakes and then pull 
the tow vehicle forward slightly until you hear the pivot stops actuate.  Then proceed to 
step 5. 

5. Set the trailer brakes and slowly move the tow vehicle rearward until the "HUSKY 10-
16K" stops moving and you hear the pivot stops engage.

Maintenance and Care 
1. Every 5,000 miles check all bolted connections to ensure 

the proper torque is applied.  (See page 1 for proper torque 
values based on fastener size and grade.)  Also, apply fresh 
grease to the pivot shafts to ensure trouble free movement 
of the pivot stops. 

2. Using compressed air, clean cloth or hand brush periodically 
wipe off the sliding surface of the "HUSKY 10-16K". 

3. Do not
as this may affect sliding performance and accelerate wear. 

 use any kind of lubrication on the lower sliding pad 

4. Before each trip, it is a good idea to check the actuating mechanisms of the "16K Husky-
10" for proper movement and make any corrections/adjustments if needed. 

5. If system is removed from base rails with the cross member and pivot plate still installed 
and then replaced back into the base rails, no adjustments should be needed.  BUT, it is a 
good idea to check all connections, settings and movement before towing and adjust as 
needed.

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The "HUSKY 10-16K" comes from the factory with some pre-adjusted features. 
 

 
Fore and Aft spacing bolts. 

The Fore and Aft spacing bolts are located at the forward end of the rails and are used to reduce 
the amount of fore and aft “free travel” the unit has during sudden speed reduction, stopping and 
taking off from a dead stop.  You can reduce the amount of travel fore and aft by loosening the 
1/2” jam nuts on the driver side and passenger side and the turn the 1/2” hex bolts clockwise 1/8-
1/4 of a turn equally to both sides.  You must ensure that the pivot plate and flippers can still fully 
rotate from the driving position to the maneuver position without binding.  Once this is done 
tighten the 1/2” jam nuts to secure the 1/2” bolts in place. 

 
Loosen the 1/2” jam nuts and turn the 1/2” hex bolts 1/8-1/4 clockwise to reduce fore and aft 
movement. 

 

 
The flipper stop edge must not come in contact with the corner of stop tab during rotation.

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Vertical spacing bolts. 

The Vertical spacing bolts are located underneath the Driver side and Passenger side housing 
assemblies and are intended to reduce the amount of vertical negative load distance the housing 
assemblies can travel while still allowing the “system” to move fore and aft without binding.  To 
check if the “gap” is correct, use a set of feeler gauges to check the space between the tip of the 
3/8” hex bolt and the underside of the rail is no less than .015” and no more than .020”. 
 
 

 
If gap needs to be adjusted, loosen 3/8” Jam Nut, then turn 3/8” Hex Bolt clockwise for less gap 
and counter clockwise for more gap.  This should be checked on the driver side and the 
passenger side.
